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PREFACE

It isaremarkable fact that the Parable of the Prodigal Son should
never before have been chosen as the text of a sacred musical composition.
The story is 9 thoroughly Christian; the characters, though few, are so
perfectly contrasted, and the op portunity for the enployment of “local
colour” is 9 obvious, that it isindeed astonishing to find the subject so long
overlooked.

The only drawback isthe shortnessof the narrative, and the
consequent necessty of filli ng it out with material drawn from elsewhere.

In the present case this has been done as aringly as possble, and
entirely from the Scriptures. In so doing the Prodigal himself has been
conceived, not as of anaturally brutish and depraved disposition, —aview
taken by many commentators with ap parently little knowledge of human
nature, and no recollection of their youthful impulses; but rather as a
buoyant, restlessyouth, tired of the monotony of home, and anxiousto see
what lay beyond the narrow confines of hisfather’sfarm, going forth in the
confidence of hisown simplicity and ardour, and led gradually away into
follies and sinswhich, at the outset, would have been as distasteful asthey
were strange to him.

The gisode with which the parable concludes has no dramatic

connection with the former and principal portion, and hastherefore not been
treated.

ARTHURS SULLIVAN



HISTORICAL NOTE

On 10 February 1869, Dr. Philip H. Williams, Honorary Secretary for
the Three Choirs Festival which was to be held in Worcester that year, wrote
to Sullivan saying that the Executive Committee had heard with great
pleasure that he might be willing to write “a work” for the Festival the
following September. The work was to be an oratorio —a musical setting of a
religious text for solo singers, chorus and orchestra in dramatic form — and
the subject Sullivan chose was The Prodigal Son.

Sullivan selected his own text from the scriptures, and composed the
music astonishingly quickly in alittle over threeweeks. He asked Rachel
Scott Rus<ll, ayoung lady with whom Sullivan had aromantic liaison and
who was constantly urging him to concentrate his energiesinto serious
music, to copy the music. Shereplied:

“The Prodigal istoo beautiful and it made meweep to read it. |
rejoice to do the copying, and | want you to conduct from my
copy —will you, | should so likeit, and | will try to do it
beautifully and make as few mistakes as possble.”1

TheProdigal Son received itsfirst performance in Worcester Cathedral
on 10 September 1869with great success Sullivan conducted, the soloists
being Therese Titiens, Zelia Trebelli, Sms Reeves and Charles Santley. Rachel
Scott Russll was there and the following day wrote to Sullivan

“I am far prouder of the Prodigal than of anything. The divinity
of your gift of God breathesthrough the wholework and itisa
glory to have written athing which will stir men’s soulsto their
depths, asit does, and make them fed better and nobler, even if
it istransient. You know now what your gift is—and you will
useit. That hour in the Cathedral yesterday was perfect
happinessand everyoneistalking even here of your success?

After the Worcester premiere, afurther performance was sheduled
for 18 December 1869in London at the Crystal Palace. Sms Reeves found
himself double booked for that occasion, and the performance was brought
forward aweek. However, Sms Reeves dill failed to ap pear, absenting
himself on his frequently applied plea of illness Two days after the
performance, in aletter to the critic Charles Gruneisen, Sullivan wrote:

“..and finally I am thrown back upon Perren! The choruses
went well, Santley as usual was magnificent, giving me theidea
that he wasworking all the harder to make up for my

disappointment..[But] asfar asthe Prodigal’s part, thank God
not a note was heard except the accompaniment — it left no
impresdon at all upon the audience. In fact it was Hamlet with
the part of Hamlet omitted. | must say the publicwere very
good natured and ... enthusiasticto me personally ...In
Memoriam went superbly.3

Reeves was not the only original soloist who was absent on that
occasion: aMlle. Vanzini substituted for Titiens.

Sullivan’s old teacher, Sr John Gossattended the Crystal Palace
performance and wrote along letter containing many complimentary
remarksto Sullivan on 22 December 1869.However, he closed with a note of
caution:

“You are an admirable conductor. The band seemed to me most
capital in your hands, the Chorus semed to do very well .. All
you have doneis most masterly — Your orchestration superb, &
your effects many of them original & first rate...Some day you
will 1 hopetry another oratorio, putting out all your strength,
but not the strength of afew weeks or months, whatever your
immediate friends may say ...only don’t do anything so
pretentious as an oratorio or even a Symphony without all your
power, which seldom comesin one fit.” 4

Thefollowing year there was a performance of TheProdigal Son in
Manchester conducted by Hallé, it was repeated at the ThreeChoirs Festival
at Hereford in September, and in November it was performed in Edinburgh
with Sullivan conducting. During hisvisit to Americato supervise the
“official” New York production of H.M.S. Pinaforeand launch ThePirates of
Penzance, Sullivan found time to conduct a performance by the Handel and
Haydn Society in Boston on 23November 1879.

However, it seemsthat despiteitsinitial success the work did not
establish aregular place on the concert platform. Writing in 1899,B. W.
Findon states:®

That the work isnow only heard at long intervalsisno
disparagement to itsworth as a composition, for although the
oratorio-loving public will courteously listen to novelties,
perhaps give a grateful ear to them a second time, their standard
isthe Messiah and Elijah, and unlessan oratorio hasthe

captivating power of Handel, or the melli fluous quality of
Mendelsohn, it has no chance of being even temporarily
enrolled among the people's favourites.

Of the music of TheProdigal Son, Percy Young writesé:

TheProdigal Son, as Goss siggests, betrays a lack of
commitment. In thiswork Sullivan, like many other composers,
was unable to escape from the limitations placed upon him by a
God-fearing public which misread respectability for piety. But
there are anumber of places where the music comesto life,
often stimulated by fine detail s of orchestration. In bar 5the
side-drum enters, followed at a distance of threebars by
timpani and wood-wind. Five bars later the double-bassoon is
introduced. In thetenor aria ‘How many hired servants’ (No.
11) thereis beautiful colouring by solo obce, muted strings and
delicately shaded flutes, whilein ‘Thereisjoy’(No. 2) —which
waswritten in D but marked ‘anote lower’in the autograph — a
background of clarinets, bassoons, four horns and organ
effectively givesway to organ only. In ‘My son attend to my
words' (No. 4) the exhortation to ‘trust in the Lord’ swingsinto
abroad, confident tunein 3/ 4time, cheefully anticipating the
virile measure of Parry. In ‘Let useat and drink’ (No. 6) atiny
‘oriental’ figure, such as Sullivan frequently used in his operas,
flickers acrossthe score. In ‘They went astray (No. 15) thereis
some splendidly dramatic writing in gaunt canon — first for
soprano and bass and then for alto and tenor — against an
empty orchestral background. Here Sullivan is at his most
economical and his most effective, and way ahead of his British
contemporaries.

Like all British composers of his generation, Sullivan not
unreasonably believed that if music for great occasionswasto
be written it was best done by paying dueregard to Handel.
Thelast fugal chorus of TheProdigal Son isHandelian in outline,
but is, alas, too restricted in movement to carry conviction.

He later concludes:

Asacomposer of oratorio, Sullivan was obviously not
uninfluenced by Handel and Mendelssohn, but certainly in The
Prodigal Son ... he attempted definitions of character and of
scene that removed their subjects sme way from the pulpit
interpretations of the period.
